- Helped over 90 individuals recover from disasters in 2009

- Offer First Aid, CPR/AED certification courses for businesses, organizations,
   and individuals
- Offer safety courses on fire prevention, babysitting safety, and how to prepare for emergencies
- Educate the community by outreach to schools, community groups, and businesses

 - Provide Emergency Communication Service to members of Armed Forces
- Provide Medical assistance for WWII Veterans
- Armed Forces emergency loans
